  August dawns and the 

summer is in full heat; yet 

teachers and students can al-

ready feel the new school 

year and its challenges loom-

ing. On a larger canvas, meteor-

ologists are watching the trop-

ics, waiting for the next big 

thing.  People all along the Gulf Coast are ei-

ther dealing with an ecological mess beyond 

imagination or peering anxiously at the wa-

ters, waiting.  People everywhere are strug-

gling with their own economic crises 

or wondering if the next job to go will be 

theirs.  And back onto the most personal of 

levels some of you are dealing with your own 

health issues and relationship struggles.  Life 

doesn't wait for faith to fit.  Faith better be 

able to help us make meaning or it soon be-

comes little more than meaningless totems or 

clichés that we recite because we heard some-

one else say them a long time ago. 

 The world is big, and each of us is just 

one small individual - the problems we face 

seem beyond the scope of any of us to handle 

on our own, what can we do?  This August we 

are creating an opportunity to discover ways 

to answer these questions and the answer is 

summed up in the title of the event:  "GO! 

Community" 

  Feeling alone in a world with too few 

connections that really bring friendship, love, 

and blessing in your life?   

Go Community - because in community we 

can find ways to connect that really make a 

difference... and when that community is built 

on faith in a God who IS love then those con-

nections make life worth living.

Go Community - because a community can 

lift each other up, cheer each other on, and 

celebrate when you overcome the challenges 

that we all face sooner or later in one form 

or another... and when that community is 

based on the love of Jesus Christ then all are 

welcome, our differences only make us bet-

ter able to help one another, and the power 

of Christ's presence and example gives us 

strength to be an accepting, authentic com-

munity that every heart longs to find in 

life.  This is the background to the 

"Community Building Series" we will offer 

August 19-21 here at Arlington Congrega-

tional Church. 

 This is what "GO! Community" is - an event 

designed as a special opportunity to invite 

"outsiders" to come and experience who we 

are and what we are about as a place where 

everyone is welcome no matter who they are 

or where they are on their journey of life, 

and where God IS still speaking, revealing 

the love that saves, heals, and gives strength 

and meaning and joy for life.
